Christmas Fabric  (it takes ¼ yard for each stocking)

Plaids, dots, checks and circles on fabric.

Red, green and white felt for the cuffs

We always need people to cut and iron stockings if you just want to participate.

We have turned in 100 stocking so far thanks to Dot Whittaker our Super Stocking Maker.  

2015 was the 12th year for sending Stockings to troops and 9,000 stockings were sent to Afghanistan, Iraq, Kosovo, Jordan, Kuwait, United Arab Emirates, Romania, Qatar, South Korea and other places.  They also sent 1200 small polar fleece blankets, 500 knitted hats, 9,000 Greeting cards.  

The K9 Soldiers and handlers were not forgotten and they both received stockings in Kuwait, Kosovo and U.A.E. and some went to the local K9 heroes and handlers with the Delaware State Police.
